Car Parking:

There is a multi-storey car park next door to the Winter 
Gardens in St Margret’s Terrace. 
Cost: £12 for up to 12 hours.

Early birds can park in the Royal Hotel car park at a cost of: 
£6 for up to 12 hours.

These are the closest to the venue. There are others within 
a short distance.

There should be no problem with on-street parking on Sunday.
